The Oak Ridge City Council declared an impasse with Roane County on
November 6, 2000, with respect to the adoption of an urban growth plan for Roane
County. In accordance with T.C.A., §6-58-104(b)(1)&(2), the City of Oak Ridge notified
the Secretary of State of the impasse and requested that he refer the matter to the
Administrative Procedures Division for resolution in accordance with the statute. At the
request of the parties, I assigned a three-judge panel to resolve the matter.

The parties reached a settlement through mediation on February 27, 2001, and
their respective legislative bodies subsequently approved a comprehensive growth plan.
By letter of April 19, 2001, Roane County submitted the attached copies of the
comprehensive growth plan. With the parties’ resolution of the impasse, I am forwarding
the comprehensive growth plan to your committee for its consideration. This office will
remove the matter from our active case list.
